NEW EUROPEAN PROJECT SELECTED - ALL FOR SPORT FOR ALL
“Perspectives of Sport for People with a Disability in Europe”

Among the 18 projects selected under the 2009 call for proposals of the Preparatory
Action in the field of sport we are really pleased to inform you that the European
Observatoire of Sport and Employment (EOSE) together with the European
Paralympics Committee (EPC) developed a successful application called “All for Sport
for All: "Perspectives of Sport for People with a Disability in Europe”.

The project is going to start on 01/03/2010 and it aims to assess progress and highlight
the future direction and perspectives for sport for people with a disability in Europe }
through several characteristics, such as participation, workforce, national policies, ~
infrastructure and events.

STUDY ON SPORT AGENTS IN THE EU - Results now available

As a follow-up to the Action 41 in the "Pierre de Coubertin" Action Plan annexed to the
White Paper on Sport, the public contract no. DG EAC/13/08 “Study on Sports Agents
in the European Union” was awarded by the Commission to provide a clear overview of
the activities of players' agents in the EU and an evaluation of whether action at EU level
is necessary.

The study has now been completed. The results of the study, which was carried out by a
consortium composed of KEA European Affairs, the CDES and EOSE, are available in
French. The English translation of the study will be published during the first quarter of
2010.
