In achieving this aim it is essential to validate the foundations of the current programme in a wider European and International context to ensure that the best possible model for EIPET is achieved as an outcome.  

The results of the project include; a functional map outlining main functions of the PE teacher in terms of inclusiveness; a knowledge, competence and skills framework which links directly to the European Qualification Framework requirements and associated links with Europass will facilitate the attainment of the Education and Training 2010 work programme; a model of best practice for delivery of Inclusive PE in initial teacher training education, in-service and primary school PE; a foundation module aligned with EQF for adoption into programmes across Europe and beyond; a resource pack to accompany the module providing session by session resources and guidance to enable rapid inclusion of the programme into teacher training and in-service programmes. A fully functioning online learning version of the module has also been developed.
